2. Entrance of the Bridal Party - usually the music for this is soft and "meditative."

3. Entrance of the Bride - this is usually music that is grand and stately. Common choices are: 

           ___Trumpet Voluntary – Jeremiah Clarke 

 ___Trumpet Tune – Henry Purcell 

 ___Festive Trumpet Tune – David German 

 ___Ode to Joy from Symphony No. 9 – L.V. Beethoven 

 ___Processional in C – H. Hopson 

  

 

The Gloria will be sung during a full Mass. The setting is chosen by the musicians. 

 

 

4. Responsorial Psalm - this comes after the first reading, and by tradition, is always sung. Please select 

one of the following: 

 ___May the Lord bless us all the days of our lives (Psalm 128) – Owen Alstott 

 ___The Lord is kind and merciful  (Psalm 103) – M. Guimont 

 ___I will praise your name forever, my king and my God  (Psalm 145) – Caroll / Guimont 

 

 

The Gospel Acclamation (Alleluia) is sung prior to the Gospel. The setting is chosen by the musicians. 

  

 

5. Preparation of the Gifts - this is when the gifts of bread and wine are presented after the vows are 

made. Please select one: (Leave blank if you are not having a Mass)
